[image: ]Natural science is the main characteristic feature distinguishing the present civilization from the civilizations in the past. From the early beginning in the sixteenth century, the development of science has influenced the course of western civilization. Today science plays the most dominant role. We live in a world that, materially and intellectually, has been created by science. 
	On a material level one can mention the telephone, the television, the automobile, or any of the countless devices invented by the application of science. On the other hand, the impact of science on the mind of a man is far more important. Science is an intellectual enterprise, an attempt to understand the world in a particular way. All the inventions mentioned above are the results and outcomes of this intellectual activity. 
	Over the past 150 years the range of human knowledge has been doubled every twelve to fifteen years. In 1930 man knew four times as much as he did in 1900. By the year 2000 it was a hundred times what it had been a century previously. 
	The second part of the twentieth century brought a number of technical innovations. Information technology (IT) has changed our society radically. It comprises electronic computer technology and telecommunications technology. 
The invention of the transistor in 1947 marked the start of the development of modern semiconductor technology. Ultra-rapid transistors and semiconductor lasers based on heterostructures are playing a decisive part in modern telecommunications. They are used in space technology, computers, fibre-optical communication, medical instruments, and in optical data storage as in CD players, bar-code readers and light-emitting diodes. Heterotransistors are very important in satellite communication and mobile telephony. 
The rapid development of electronic computer technology really started with the invention of the integrated circuit (IC) around 1960 and the microprocessor in the 1970s. The integrated circuit is both a technical invention and a discovery in physics. Invention of the IC is so fundamental that it already has the characteristic of a second industrial revolution. 
The point that science occupies a central position in modern technological innovations and modern society is clear. It dominates man’s whole existence. Research and innovations in technology should improve society’s living and working conditions. They can also help to decrease the negative effects of technical and social changes.
