You have to go to other countries to take part in different negotiations, to sign contracts, to participate in different exhibitions, in order to push the goods produced by your firm or company. Travelling on business helps you to get more information about achievements of other companies, which will make your own business more successful.
There are a lot of means of travelling: by plane, by train, by sea, by car, on foot. Travelling by air is the fastest and the most convenient way, but it is the most expensive too. Before you get on board of the plane you have your luggage registered. It is weighed and labeled. You do not take your luggage with you, only a small bag, perhaps.
Travelling by train is slower than by plane, but it has its advantages. You can see much more interesting places of the country you travel through. Modern trains have very comfortable seats. There are also sleeping cars and dining cars which make even the longest journey enjoyable. Speed, comfort and safety are the main advantages of trains and planes. That is why many people prefer them to all other means.
Travelling by sea is popular mostly for pleasure trips. On board of large ships and small river boats people can visit foreign countries and different places of interest within their own country.
Some people prefer travelling by car. It is very convenient. You needn't reserve your tickets. You needn't carry heavy suitcases. You can stop wherever you wish and spend at any place as much time as you like.
Hiking is becoming very popular. People like to spend their days off in the country, closer to nature. There are picturesque places with forests, hikes and rivers, waterfalls and hills, and whatnot. It is pleasant to spend a day bathing and sunbathing oneself on a river bank, a lakeshore or at a seaside.
