Terminator-Type Robots Would Be Mistake: Scientists

When James Cameron’s low-budget sci-fi actioner, The Terminator, hit scenes in 1984, no-
one had any idea how expansive his world ripe with time travel capabilities and sentient killing
machines would eventually become. Three sequels and a TV spin-off later and the world Skynet
Is bursting with a whole slew of fancy robotic designs, engineered to eliminate the human race.
A “Terminator” — style scenario in which robots turn on their human masters has been the topic
of discussion at different levels.

Some 1,000 science and technology chiefs including British physicist Stephen Hawking,
said in an open letter last July that the development of weapons with a degree of autonomous
decision-making capacity could be feasible within years, not decades. They called for a ban on
offensive autonomous weapons that are beyond meaningful human control, warning that the
world risked sliding into an artificial intelligence arms race and raising alarm over the risks of
such weapons falling into the hands of violent extremists.

The world must act quickly to avert a future in which autonomous robots with artificial
intelligence roam the battlefields killing humans, scientists and arms experts warned at an elite
gathering in the Swiss Alps. Rules must be agreed to prevent the development of such
weapons, they said at a January 19 to 23 meeting of billionaires, scientists and political leaders in
the snow-covered ski resort of Davos.

Angela Kane, the German UN High Representative for Disarmament Affairs, said the world
had been slow to take pre-emptive measures to protect humanity from the lethal technology. "It
may be too late,” she told a debate in Davos. "There are many countries and many
representatives in the international community that really do not understand what is involved.
This development is something that is limited to a certain number of advanced countries,” Kane
said.

The deployment of autonomous weapons would represent a dangerous new era in warfare,
scientists said. "We are not talking about drones, where a human pilot is controlling the drone,"
said Stuart Russell, professor of computer science at University of California, Berkeley. "We are
talking about autonomous weapons, which means that there is no one behind it. Al: artificial
intelligence weapons,” he told a forum in Davos. "Very precisely, weapons that can locate and
attack targets without human intervention."” How, for example, could an autonomous weapon
differentiate between civilians, soldiers, resistance fighters and rebels? How could it know that
it should not kill a pilot who has ejected from a plane and is parachuting to the ground?

Alan Winfield, professor of electronic engineering at the University of the West of England,
warned that removing humans from battlefield decision-making would have grave consequences.
"It means that humans are deprived from moral responsibility,” Winfield said. Moreover, the
reaction of the robots may be hard to predict, he said: "When you put a robot in a chaotic
environment, it behaves chaotically.”

What is a collector? After all, people collect a wide variety of things, from the obvious ones
like stamps, coins or autographs, to the less common ones, such as beer bottle labels, bus tickets
or gramophone-needle tins.

The economies of several small countries rely heavily on the sale of colourful stamps. Some
collectors spend hours looking through junk shops and build up a collection for a few pence per
item, while collectors of antiques, fine china or paintings might spend thousands of pounds on a
new acquisition. Some people collect as an investment, but most do it for fun. Collecting is
basically illogical. If you simply want to listen to Elvis Presley’s first record, you can get a copy
at most record shops. A collector, however, will want to own an original 1955 disc, complete
with its original sleeve and label, and will be willing to pay for it.

Rarity and condition make an item valuable. the most important factors. A coin or stamp
which is worth hundreds in mint condition might be worth only pence in average or poor
condition.

Most collectors begin acquiring things which interest them, and as the collection grows,
knowledge of the subject grows. If you want your collection grow in value, it is probably best to
avoid things which are sold especially for collectors. Nearly everybody who buys a set of new
coins or stamps will preserve them in perfect condition, so that a mint set will never become rare.
The most valuable items are often things which were widely available, but which were thrown
away after use, such as Coca Cola bottles or toy cars. An interesting collection can be started
very cheaply.

Virginia pushed into debate of teacher privacy vs. transparency for parents

A Loudoun County parent has sued state officials to force the release of evaluation
data for thousands of teachers across Virginia, making it the latest in a series of states to
grapple with whether such information should be made public. Brian Davison has
pressed for the data’s release because he thinks parents have a right to know how their
children’s teachers are performing, information about public employees that exists but
has so far been hidden.

The debate over the value of making teacher evaluation data public first exploded
into view in 2010, when the Los Angeles Times published the names and value-added
ratings of thousands of elementary school teachers in the Los Angeles Unified School
District. The ratings attempt to gauge the impact a teacher has on a student’s academic
progress, using English and math test scores and a student’s expected growth to judge
teaching performance. The move to expose the results drew immediate backlash from
teachers and unions, who argued that the scores offered an incomplete and often
misleading picture of teacher effectiveness.

Even many of the most ardent proponents of value-added scores came to agree that
the information should not be broadly disseminated and could be misleading without
additional context. “It’s a real invasion of privacy,” said Kate Walsh of the National
Council on Teacher Quality, a group that advocates for using value-added scores in
teacher evaluations.

Legislators in many states have recently passed or tightened laws to shield teacher
evaluations from public disclosure. Others — including Arkansas and Indiana — require
schools or school districts to report on the average performance of teachers in such a
way that individual teachers cannot be identified. Only in a few states do parents have a
right to more information. In Florida, a state appeals court ruled in 2013 that value-
added model scores should be made public after the Florida Times-Union newspaper
sued to obtain the data.

Education associations and teachers unions warn that releasing teacher evaluation
data is unfair and could devastate morale. And while some teachers said they would pay
little mind if the scores were released, others echoed those concerns. It could also
influence teachers to focus even more on standardized tests and test preparation, which
already consume several school days and loom large over curricula.
