Books in our life

It is only in the last 500 years that books have been printed on paper. Before
that time the only way of making books was to write them out by hand. No one
knows when writing first began, but we have found drawings on the walls of caves
and scratchings on bones which are at least 25,000 years old.

The invention of paper played a very important part in the development of
books. In the 11th century the art of paper making reached Europe but no trace of
printing was found in Europe until 1423. It is known that Johann Gutenberg first
tried out ways of printing in Germany, in 1440. The
knowledge of the methods of printing spread so
quickly over the Continent of Europe that by the
year 1487 nearly every
country had started printing
books. Later people began to

The first person to print books in the English language was William
Caxton, in Russia — lvan Fedorov. The first book printed in the Russian language
appeared in Moscow on the first of March, 1564. Up to that time there were only
handwritten books in Russia. The house built for printing books was not far from

the Kremlin. At that time it was one of the best buildings in the Russian capital.



Ivan Fedorov and his assistants were the first to use Russian letters.

By the 16th century books looked very much as they do today and since
then very little change has been made in their appearance in paper. But due to the
modern technologies nowadays electronic books appeared. Many people download
them on their digital devices (smart phones, tablets, pocket-books, laptops, PC).
Nowadays it is almost impossible to imagine our life without books. Perhaps, there
are more books on our planet than men alive. Long before the invention of
printing, people valued books as treasures of the human knowledge and
experience. Hand-written manuscripts took months of writing and were collected
by and kept in monasteries.

We can distinguish books between three classes of them. Firstly, books on
different branches of knowledge, works by brilliant minds of mankind. Secondly,
textbooks, encyclopedias, reference books and numerous dictionaries. And at last,
books of all kinds and genres to read at leisure and for pleasure — novels, short-
stories, detective stories, fiction, science fiction, adventures, fantasy, fairy-tales,
love stories and poetry.

Reading classics depends on one’s age and experience. Serious books are to
be read maybe more than once. To a thinking reader they will provide new food
for thought every time he re-reads it. A good science fiction and fantasy develop
imagination, logical thinking, broaden one’s outlook. Detective stories are of
greatest interest for a curious reader. The masterpieces of this genre by Sir Arthur
Conan Doyle, Agatha Christie and others, show the depths of psychological
analysis, the insight into the human nature. As an old saying goes, man cannot live
on bread alone. Books are the source of knowledge and the means of self-
perfection. Sometimes it is difficult to solve some problems in life. I think that
books can help us. Books must be our friends during all our life.

The dependence of life on different forms of art is obvious. People can’t live

The composition of her stories is very
simple: a comparatively closed space with a limited number of characters, who are
often plane or train passengers, tourists, hotel guests or residents of a cosy old
village. Everyone is suspected! Murders in the books of Agatha Christie are
committed in most unsuitable places: in the vicar's garden or in an old abbey;
corpses are found in someone’s libraries being murdered with the help of tropical
fishes, a poker, candelabra, a dagger or poison.

"Some ten years will pass after my death, and nobody will even remember me...".

"The Corpse in the library" and other of her novels time and again, enjoy films

“Pygmalion” is one of George Bernard Shaw’s best comedies and one of my
favourite ones.

Bernard Shaw knew the common fate of those who were born in poverty.
The Cockney English spoken in the East End of London was like a brand on a
person’s reputation. People would not be taken on to work at a respectable place;
yet no one taught people free of charge, the common people had no chance to
learn.

The character of Elisa shows how much strength lies undeveloped inside the
common people. Elisa is a precious material for a new creation. The play reveals
how Elisa struggles to rise to a higher cultural level. And Higgins does his best at
the girl’s manners and pronunciation.

The main character is Grigoriy Alexandrovich Pechorin — an individualist
with a conflict in his sole.

William Shakespeare



William Shakespeare (1564-1616) was one of the greatest and famous
writers in human history. He was born in i
Stratford-on-Avon, a small town in the
middle of England. His father wanted his

son to be a well-educated person and

William was sent to the local grammar school.
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Studying at school the boy actually did not have any free time. But he

spent his rare spare hours walking in the forest or watching the river Avon.

Those days there were not a lot of theatres in towns and actors and
actresses had to travel moving from one place to another with their shows.
Sometimes they visited Stratford-on-Avon. William liked to watch them
playing. He got fond of their profession and he decided to become an actor.

He went to London and there he became an actor. At that time he began
to write plays too. Shakespeare was at the same time an actor and a
playwright. In his works he reflected events of his contemporaries’ life. His
plays were staged in many theatres, translated into many foreign languages.
That made Shakespeare a very popular man.

Most famous of his plays are Othello, King Lear, Hamlet, and Romeo
and Juliet. They are still popular and you can watch his plays in almost any
country of the world. He produced thirty seven plays at all. He had
connections with the best English theatres for about 25 years.

William Shakespeare wrote also a lot of poetry including his unbeaten
sonnets. There are numerous songs written with his poems. He is still most
often published author of the world and well known among people. We do not
know much about his life. We can only guess what kind of man he was
analyzing the legends and a few documents of the time.

Shakespeare died in 1616, but millions people today still admire his
plays.

Who was Agatha Christie (1890-1976)



With her 78 crime novels, Agatha Christie has the distinction of being the
world’s best-selling writer, and “The Mousetrap”, one of her
19 plays, has run longer than any other production in the
history of the British theatre.

Agatha Christie was born in Torquay, a
fashionable coastal resort in southwest England, in

September 1890. Her father, Frederic Miller, was an

American keen on amateur theatricals. Puc. 68

Despite her mother’s view that no child should be allowed to read until the
age of eight, so as not to damage eyes or brain, Agatha managed to find books to
read, including Jules Verne’s science fiction. She liked devising word and number
puzzles. Her formal schooling did not start until she was 13, and two years later
she went to France to study history, art, and dancing. = When Mr. Miller died,
Agatha’s mother fell ill. Advised to seek a warmer climate, she chose Egypt and
left for Cairo with Agatha, who was then 20. By the 1970s she was regarded as the
queen of mystery writers. She died in 1976 at the age of 85.

It is impossible to say exactly how many of her books have been sold, but it
is more than a billion copies in English and another billion in 63 foreign languages.
In 1995 her sales were still running at three million a year. She is the most widely

published author of any time in any language, being outsold only by The Bible.

William Shakespeare 1564-1616

William Shakespeare was born in Stratford-upon-Avon, England, where he
received an excellent classical education. At the age of eighteen he married Anne
Hathaway, and they had three children. Shakespeare was a playwright and poet. As
he rose in popularity, he wrote plays for the famous Globe Theatre, a round, open-
roofed building that housed approximately 2,000 spectators. Later Shakespeare
became one of the owners of the Globe Theatre. Unlike many writers who never
live to enjoy their fame, Shakespeare achieved great recognition during his
lifetime. He wrote three types of plays: comedies, tragedies and histories. He also
wrote narrative poems, sonnets and lyric poetry. He is acknowledged as one of the
greatest writers of all time, and has remained popular with readers around the
world.

Charles Dickens: 1812-1870

Charles Dickens was a novelist who provided Victorian England with social

reforms. Dickens used his novels to identify and address many problems of the

nineteenth century, such as child abuse, unfair labour practices, unjustices in the



legal system, and weaknesses in education. Dickens had experienced many of these
problems in his own childhood, and so he dedicated his life to bringing about
social reform. Some of his most popular novels include “David Copperfield”,
“Oliver Twist”, “A Tale of Two Cities”, and “Great Expectations”.
Rudyard Kipling: 1865-1936

Rudyard Kipling was an English novelist, short-story writer and poet. He is
most widely known for his works for children, especially the “Jungle Book™.
Kipling was born in Bombay, India, in 1865 but attended school in England. After
completing his education, he returned to India where he worked as a newspaper
reporter for several years. Many of Kipling’s stories and novels reflect his
experiences in India and convey the importance of duty and unselfishness. He was
awarded the Nobel Prize for literature in 1907.

Washington Irving: 1783-1859

The first American writer to gain international attention was Washington
Irving. He was born to a wealthy New York family and received an excellent
education. He began his writing career by creating satires about New York society.
He later wrote about the Dutch influences upon the city in its early days. He
attempted to give America a sense of a romantic past like that found in Europe, and
he recorded some of the important developments in the exploration of the western
regions of the country. His most popular work by far was “The Sketch Book”,
which contains two of his most beloved stories, “The Legend of Sleepy Hollow”
and “Rip Van Winkle”.

Henry Wadsworth Longfellow: 1807-1882

Henry Wadsworth Longfellow was one of the most widely read American
poets of the 19th century. From 1835 to 1854 he was a Professor of Modern
Languages at Harvard. In 1884, 2 years after his death, he became the first
American to be honoured with a bust in the Poets” Corner of Westminster Abbey,
London. He is best remembered for poems such as “The Song of Hiawatha” and

“Paul Revere’s Ride”.



Mark Twain: 1835-1910

Mark Twain left his hometown of Hannibal, Missouri, at the age of eighteen.
His real name was Samuel Clemens, but he took his penname from a term used by
the men who operated the river boats. They would call, “By the mark, twain!”.
This meant that the river was two (twain) feet deep. Mark Twain began his career
as a newspaper writer. Later in life he used memories from his childhood to create
some of his most popular novels, including “The Adventures of Tom Sawyer” and
“The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn”. Twain used humour to develop many
serious themes in his novels and to help society see itself more clearly.

O’Henry: 1862-1910

O’Henry is a well-known American short-story writer. He had to earn his
living from the age of fifteen and he educated himself with the help of friends.
O’Henry knew people very well, especially the ordinary people of New York. In
his stories you can feel satirical criticism of the American way of life. Most of his
short stories are full of warm sympathy for ordinary American people.

O’Henry was the penname used by author William Sydney Porter. Porter
was a great admirer of another American writer, Edgar Allan Poe, and he was
influenced by Poe’s style. O’Henry wrote many popular stories and earned a
reputation as the master of surprise endings. He was especially talented at
developing his characters, and at portraying city life accurately. He wrote over 600

stories.

Synonyms are words expressing the same notion, but differing by certain
additional characteristics. E. g. to look, to stare and to gaze express the same
notion of turning one’s eyes on something or somebody, but stare and gaze differ
by their emotional colourings whereas look describes the notion generally,
without any additional characteristics. Such a general word in the group of
synonyms is called the synonymic dominant.

To glance is another synonym of this group which differs from the rest of
them by duration: it means looking at something briefly, passingly, a moment
only.

Antonyms are words with contrasted meanings. E. g. different — alike;



convenient — inconvenient; love — hate; up — down.

A. The terms style, stylistic are generally used in two different meanings. In
lexicology the term functional style is used which may be defined as a system of
expressive means peculiar to a specific sphere of communication. Otherwise
speaking, the choice of words and of modes of expression depends on the situation
in which the process of communication is realized, whether it is a friendly talk, an
official letter or report, a poem, a scientific article, etc. According to the situation
(or the sphere of communication) we may distinguish formal (bookish, learned)
and informal (colloquial) words. The former are peculiar to fiction, scientific
prose, lectures, official talks; the latter are used in everyday talks with friends and
relatives. One should also keep in mind that there are a great number of words that
are independent of the sphere of communication, i. e. that can be used in a lecture,
in an informal talk, in a poem, etc. Such words are stylistically neutral (e. g. bread,
word, book, go, takes, white, etc.).

Students should be warned against taking the term colloquial as a kind of
encouragement to use words thus marked as much as possible. The term implies
that the words called colloquial are limited by their sphere of usage and, if used in

a wrong situation (e. g. in a student's composition, in a conversation with an



official acquaintance or with one higher in authority), may produce the impression
of impoliteness or even rudeness.

E. g. He is a jolly chap. = On mapensp uto Hamo, (chap i, coll.; jolly adj,
coll.) The stylistically neutral way of putting it is: He is a good (fine) man.

How are the kids? = Kak Bamm pedsra? (kid 1, coll.) The stylistically
neutral way: How are your children?

I’m all right. = Co mHuo#t Bce HopMmaibHO, (all right coll.) The stylistically

neutral way: | feel (am) quite well.

Note also that such abbreviations as I'm, I've, I'll, you'd, you're, etc. are

characteristic of colloquial style. Therefore, students will be well advised to avoid
them in their compositions, essays, etc.

B. The term style may be also used with reference to the manner of writing
of some particular author. E. g. Hemingway’s style is characterized by laconism
and lack of detail. The syntax of his sentences is very simple, the dialogues are
almost monosyllabic and seemingly unemotional. Yet, through the austere form the

author manages sometimes to create a narration of great tension.
