Forms of pollution
Environmental pollution is a phenomenon wherein certain pollutants

(contaminants) are introduced in the environment.

The major forms of pollution are listed below along with the particular
pollutants relevant to each of them: a) Air pollution, the release of chemicals and
particulates into the atmosphere. b) Littering; ¢) Soil contamination occurs when
chemicals are released by spill or underground leakage.

Among the most significant soil contaminants are hydrocarbons, heavy
metals, herbicides, pesticides, etc.; d) Radioactive contamination, resulting from
20" century activities in atomic physics, such as nuclear power generation and
nuclear weapons research, manufacture and deployment; e¢) Water pollution, by the
release of waste products and contaminants into river drainage systems, wastewater
discharges and littering; f) A pollutant is a waste material that pollutes air, water
